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Transforming Works of Creativity Into
Tools for Philanthropy

Business and family office managers learn how art, royalties and intellectual property
can be transformed into resources for a powerful philanthropic legacy for their clients

IIWe tax lawyers don’t get out that much,” joked Joseph

Doloboff, partner at Blank Rome and one of two presenters
at a recent Foundation event entitled, Transforming Works of Creativity into
Tools for Philanthropy held at the Kirk Douglas Theater in Culver City.
The event was especially designed for business managers, family office
managers and other professional advisors to explore creative ways to
benefit their clients and promote increased philanthropy by donating
intellectual properties.

“This is relatively simple to do, and safe. But you can mess up a good
idea,” said Bradford Cohen, partner at Venable. Mr. Cohen is best
known for his business and tax advice related to the motion picture,
television, music, emerging media and sports industries. Specializing in
coordinating relationships among the entertainment, advertising and
nonprofit industries, Mr. Cohen spoke about how the intersection of
copyright law and tax and estate planning can aftect many advisors
including copyright attorneys, business managers, accountants, corporate
attorneys, estate planners,

Mr. Cohen’s advice to the audience was to consider steering their
clients toward a Donor Advised Fund at The Foundation. This way
the donor can receive immediate tax benefits, have their fund
managed professionally, and also make grant recommendations with
The Foundation’s guidance, if so desired.

A key point for transforming works of creativity into philanthropy is
that record keeping is vital. “When I first read about The Foundation
and all of its benefits, I wondered why anyone would want to create
their own private foundation,” said Mr. Doloboft. “A Donor Advised
Fund is so effective and so much simpler.” x

tax attorneys, lenders, and
investment bankers. “If the
advisors do not coordinate,
unintended results can
occur,” said Mr. Cohen.

Mr. Doloboft, who brings
more than 25 years of
experience in business tax
law in both the public and
private sectors, emphasized
that current tax laws provide
a great opportunity to
strengthen relationships
between donors and worthy
organizations. “These rules
are groundbreaking,” he said.
“There has been nothing like
them in the law before.”

and, gratifyingly, the attendant impact enabled with seed funding
from The Foundation. Since establishing the Cutting Edge Grants
Initiative in 2006, we have seeded 39 initiatives with a total of nearly
$6.2 million.

Among those represented were Jewish Jumpstart, which incubates
and provides start-up support for nonprofits; Nes Gadol, an initiative
of Vista Del Mar Child and Family Services, to facilitate b’nai
mitzvah for special-needs children; and the American Jewish
Commiittee’s Esencia de Judaismo, conceived to promote cross-cultural
understanding with the Latino community, to name just three programs.

In the evening’s capstone, we were held rapt as Rabbi Sharon
Brous, who received The Foundation’s inaugural Inspired Leadership
Award, spoke in characteristic eloquent and impassioned form,
challenging those of us on that veranda to continue to drive change—
through social justice, Jewish engagement and continuity, and
community building. The evening was equally moving and electric.

Fast on the heels of celebrating recent Cutting Edge Grant
achievements, it was time to select the 2010 recipients, whose
programs are featured in this issue.
